GOD’S DIVINE SERVICE TO US 
The Risen Lord Jesus Is Our Strength and Our Song, for He Has 
Become Our Salvation 
O come, let us “sing to the LORD, for he has triumphed gloriously” (Ex. 15:1). By His cross, He 
has shattered the enemy, crushing sin and death beneath His feet; in His resurrection, He 
has brought us out of Egypt into the freedom of the Gospel. He has called us out of 
darkness into light, and led us from confusion, fear and weeping into the joy and gladness 

of His resurrection. He is our strength and our song, and He has become our salvation (Ex. 15:2). Thus do 
we hear and respond to His voice of the Gospel, as He calls each of us by name. We enter His tomb by our 
Baptism into His death, and just as surely as He has risen, so we also “must rise from the dead” (John 20:9). “Let 
us therefore celebrate the festival” (1 Cor. 5:8), not in the revelry of self-indulgence or in the debauchery of lust, 
but in sincere faith and genuine love. For “Christ, our Passover lamb, has been sacrificed” (1 Cor. 5:7). He has 
thereby set us free from sin and death, and now He feeds us with Himself unto life everlasting. 

WELCOME!  What a blessing to gather together to worship the One True God!  The Lord 
will bless your worship as he brings His gifts to you through Word and Sacrament.  May we all 
respond with prayer, praise and thanksgiving.  We invite you to prepare for worship in 
silence and prayer.  Remembering your Baptism, you are encouraged to make the sign of the 
cross when you see this symbol T in the bulletin.  If you are a guest, Pastor Olsen would 
love to meet you and we ask that you sign the burgundy fellowship pad. 

 

WORSHIP WITH CHILDREN:  Worship is a time for the entire family to be together to 
hear the Word of God, for faith comes by hearing (Rom. 10:17).  Therefore we encourage 
parents and children of all ages to sit together in the service.  Understanding it is difficult for 
little ones to sit for long periods, Totes for Tots activity bags are available as you enter church 
(by the information table) for children to use during the worship service.  Each bag contains books 
and quiet toys.  Please return the bags and their contents after the worship service.  Thank you.  

A Cry Room is also available in the Preschool/Mrs. MacKenzie’s room, (east hall) where you will be able to 
hear the worship service. 
 

DON’T UNDERSTAND THE WORSHIP SERVICE?  If it is your first time, some things may seem 
foreign.  Worship does not come naturally we have to learn it.  It does not come on the first try; the first 
hour in a foreign country the language and customs may be foreign.  The liturgy is the special activity of the 
baptized people of God.  It has its own special language like we do in our workplaces.  It has its own 
customs like we do in our families.  Every Sunday we learn more of worship and faith.  The liturgy is where 
God reveals Himself to us and gives us Hs gifts.  Here we learn who He is and how to respond to Him.  
The words of worship come from the Scriptures and its form has been used for 2,000 years.  So don’t worry 
if it all seems strange.  You learn by practicing  -  join us each week!

SERVICE OF LIGHT 

The church in semidarkness. 
The congregation gathers outside the entrance to the sanctuary.  Candles are given to all. 

P In the name of the Father and of the T Son and of the Holy Spirit. 

C Amen. 

P Beloved in the Lord, our Lord Jesus passed over from death to life, we are gathered 
here in vigil and prayer. This is the Passover of the Lord in which, by hearing His Word 
and celebrating His Sacraments, we share in His victory over death. 

P Let us pray. 
 O God, You are like a refiner’s fire, and Your Spirit enkindles the hearts of Your 

faithful people with the fire of Your love.  Bless, we implore You, this new flame and 
those who keep this joyful Easter festival that, burning with desire for life with You, we 
may be found rightly prepared to share in the Feast of Light which has no end; through 
Jesus Christ, Your Son, our Lord, who lives and reigns with You and the Holy Spirit, 
one God, now and forever. 

C Amen. 

 
The Christ Candle is lit from the newly kindled fire. 

 

P May the light of Christ, who is risen in glory from the dead, scatter all the darkness of 
our hearts and minds. 

 

P Let us pray. 
 Almighty and most merciful God, pour out on us Your abundant blessing that all who 

in true faith share in joyful celebration of the resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ 
from the dead may be filled with Your heavenly benediction.  Once we were in 
darkness, but now we are in the Light, even Jesus Christ, our Lord.

All light their candles from the Christ candle.  All follow the procession into the 
sanctuary.

trumpet of salvation, and proclaim the triumph of our King.  Rejoice too, all the earth, 
in the radiance of the light now poured upon you and made brilliant by the brightness 
of the everlasting King;  know that the ancient darkness has been forever banished.  
Rejoice, O Church of Christ, clothed in the brightness of this light; let all this house of 
God ring out with rejoicing, with the praises of all God’s faithful people.

P Lift up your hearts.

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THE SERVICE OF READINGS 

P Our Savior, Christ the Lord, broke the power of death and by His resurrection brought 
life and salvation to all creation.  Let us praise the Lord, for He truly keeps His Word.  
The sun of righteousness has dawned upon us who have sat in darkness and in the 
shadow of death. 

 

The Creation Genesis 1:1-5, 26-28; 2:1-2 

L A reading from Genesis, chapters one and two.   

1In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.  2The earth was without form, 
and void; and darkness was on the face of the deep.  And the Spirit of God was hovering 
over the face of the waters.  3Then God said, "Let there be light"; and there was light.  4And 
God saw the light, that it was good; and God divided the light from the darkness.  5God 
called the light Day, and the darkness He called Night. So the evening and the morning 
were the first day. 

26Then God said, “Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness; let them 
have dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air, and over the cattle, over all 
the earth and over every creeping thing that creeps on the earth.”  27So God created man in 
His own image; in the image of God He created him; male and female He created them.  
28Then God blessed them, and God said to them, “Be fruitful and multiply; fill the earth 
and subdue it; have dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air, and over 
every living thing that moves on the earth.” 

1Thus the heavens and the earth, and all the host of them, were finished.  2And on the 
seventh day God ended His work which He had done, and He rested on the seventh day 
from all His work which He had done.

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The Flood   Genesis 6:5-9, 17; 7:1-2, 4-7, 10-12 
L A reading from Genesis, chapters six and seven. 

5The LORD saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every intention 
of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually. 6And the LORD was sorry that he had 
made man on the earth, and it grieved him to his heart. 7So the LORD said, “I will blot out 
man whom I have created from the face of the land, man and animals and creeping things 
and birds of the heavens, for I am sorry that I have made them.” 8But Noah found favor in 
the eyes of the LORD.  9These are the generations of Noah. Noah was a righteous man, 
blameless in his generation. Noah walked with God. 

17For behold, I will bring a flood of waters upon the earth to destroy all flesh in which is 
the breath of life under heaven. Everything that is on the earth shall die. 
1Then the LORD said to Noah, “Go into the ark, you and all your household, for I have 
seen that you are righteous before me in this generation. 2Take with you seven pairs of all 
clean animals, the male and his mate, and a pair of the animals that are not clean, the male 
and his mate, 
4For in seven days I will send rain on the earth forty days and forty nights, and every living 
thing that I have made I will blot out from the face of the ground.” 5And Noah did all that 
the LORD had commanded him.  6Noah was six hundred years old when the flood of 
waters came upon the earth. 7And Noah and his sons and his wife and his sons’ wives with 
him went into the ark to escape the waters of the flood. 
10And after seven days the waters of the flood came upon the earth.  11In the six hundredth 
year of Noah’s life, in the second month, on the seventeenth day of the month, on that day 
all the fountains of the great deep burst forth, and the windows of the heavens were 
opened. 12And rain fell upon the earth forty days and forty nights.

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Israel's Deliverance at the Red Sea Exodus 14:10—15:1 

L A reading from Exodus, chapters 14 and 15. 

When Pharaoh drew near, the people of Israel lifted up their eyes, and behold, the 
Egyptians were marching after them, and they feared greatly. And the people of Israel cried 
out to the LORD. They said to Moses, “Is it because there are no graves in Egypt that you 
have taken us away to die in the wilderness? What have you done to us in bringing us out 
of Egypt? Is not this what we said to you in Egypt, ‘Leave us alone that we may serve the 
Egyptians’? For it would have been better for us to serve the Egyptians than to die in the 
wilderness.” And Moses said to the people, “Fear not, stand firm, and see the salvation of 
the LORD, which he will work for you today. For the Egyptians whom you see today, you 
shall never see again. The LORD will fight for you, and you have only to be silent.” 

 The LORD said to Moses, “Why do you cry to me? Tell the people of Israel to go forward. 
Lift up your staff, and stretch out your hand over the sea and divide it, that the people of 
Israel may go through the sea on dry ground. And I will harden the hearts of the Egyptians 
so that they shall go in after them, and I will get glory over Pharaoh and all his host, his 
chariots, and his horsemen. And the Egyptians shall know that I am the LORD, when I 
have gotten glory over Pharaoh, his chariots, and his horsemen.” 

 Then the angel of God who was going before the host of Israel moved and went behind 
them, and the pillar of cloud moved from before them and stood behind them, coming 
between the host of Egypt and the host of Israel. And there was the cloud and the 
darkness. And it lit up the night without one coming near the other all night. 

 Then Moses stretched out his hand over the sea, and the LORD drove the sea back by a 
strong east wind all night and made the sea dry land, and the waters were divided. And the 
people of Israel went into the midst of the sea on dry ground, the waters being a wall to 
them on their right hand and on their left. The Egyptians pursued and went in after them 
into the midst of the sea, all Pharaoh’s horses, his chariots, and his horsemen. And in the 
morning watch the LORD in the pillar of fire and of cloud looked down on the Egyptian 
forces and threw the Egyptian forces into a panic, clogging their chariot wheels so that they 
drove heavily. And the Egyptians said, “Let us flee from before Israel, for the LORD fights 
for them against the Egyptians.” 

 Then the LORD said to Moses, “Stretch out your hand over the sea, that the water may 
come back upon the Egyptians, upon their chariots, and upon their horsemen.” So Moses 
stretched out his hand over the sea, and the sea returned to its normal course when the 
morning appeared. And as the Egyptians fled into it, the LORD threw the Egyptians into 
the midst of the sea. The waters returned and covered the chariots and the horsemen; of all 
the host of Pharaoh that had followed them into the sea, not one of them remained. But 
the people of Israel walked on dry ground through the sea, the waters being a wall to them 
on their right hand and on their left. 
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 Thus the LORD saved Israel that day from the hand of the Egyptians, and Israel saw the 
Egyptians dead on the seashore. Israel saw the great power that the LORD used against the 
Egyptians, so the people feared the LORD, and they believed in the LORD and in his servant 
Moses. 

 Then Moses and the people of Israel sang this song to the LORD, saying, 
“I will sing to the LORD, for he has triumphed gloriously; 

the horse and his rider he has thrown into the sea.

P On this holiest of days, the whole Church of our Lord Jesus Christ recalls His death 
and burial, rejoicing with great joy in the Gospel of His glorious and mighty 
resurrection from the dead.  The apostle Paul says: Do you not know that all of us who 
have been baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death?  We were buried 
therefore with Him by baptism into death, in order that, just as Christ was raised from 
the dead by the glory of the Father, we too might walk in newness of life.  For if we 
have been united with Him in a death like His, we shall certainly be united with Him in 
a resurrection like His.  We know that our old self was crucified with Him in order that 
the body of sin might be brought to nothing, so that we would no longer be enslaved to 
sin. For one who has died has been set free from sin.  Now if we have died with Christ, 
we believe that we will also live with Him.   
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 We know that Christ being raised from the dead will never die again; death no longer 
has dominion over Him.  For the death He died He died to sin, once for all, but the life 
He lives He lives to God.  So you also must consider yourselves dead to sin and alive to 
God in Christ Jesus.              Romans 6:3-11

toward God, and in sincere love that seeks to guard the spiritual well-being of all 
who would commune, Emmaus practices Closed Communion. 

Holy Scripture clearly teaches that those communing together be unified in their 
confession of the faith and also that those who commune unworthily do great 
harm to themselves.  When a person partakes of the Sacrament, he/she is also 
confessing his/her unreserved agreement with the doctrine and practice that is 
proclaimed from the altar and pulpit of which the Sacrament is administered.  

Therefore, we ask you to refrain from communing if you are not a member of The 
Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod.  All others are still welcome to come forward, 

crossing your arms to receive a blessing.  Please speak with the pastor about 
receiving instruction to learn what Scripture teaches and our church confesses.  
We pray fervently for the day when Christ returns and all divisions will cease.
