GOD'S DIVINE SERVICE TO US: 
The Lord Jesus Is with His Church in the Apostolic Ministry of the Gos-
pel 
The crucified and risen Lord Jesus is with His Church through the word of His apostles, who 
“are witnesses of all that he did.” He was anointed by God “with the Holy Spirit and with power,” and 

“he went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil,” and so He was with those whom He sent 
“to preach to the people” (Acts 10:38–42). The Holy Spirit is bestowed on those who hear that apostolic preach-
ing, who are “baptized in the name of Jesus Christ,” so that “everyone who believes in him receives forgiveness of sins 
through his name” (Acts 10:43–44, 48). For as He came by the water of His Baptism, even to the blood of His 
Passion, so the Spirit testifies to the truth with “the water and the blood” in the apostolic ministry of the Gospel 
(1 John 5:6–7). By these means, Christ Jesus speaks to us, that His joy may be in us and that our “joy may be 
full.” For this purpose, He appointed the apostles to “go and bear fruit” in order to make known His divine 
friendship to us (John 15:11, 15–16). 

WELCOME!  What a blessing to gather together to worship the One True God!  The Lord 
will bless your worship as he brings His gifts to you through Word and Sacrament.  May we all 
respond with prayer, praise and thanksgiving.  We invite you to prepare for worship in si-
lence and prayer.  Remembering your Baptism, you are encouraged to make the sign of the 

cross when you see this symbol T in the bulletin.  If you are a guest, Pastor Olsen would 
love to meet you and we ask that you sign our Guest Book located in the front hallway. 

WORSHIP WITH CHILDREN: Worship is a time for the entire family to be together to 
hear the Word of God, for faith comes by hearing (Rom. 10:17).  Therefore we encourage par-
ents and children of all ages to sit together in the service.  Understanding it is difficult for little 
ones to sit for long periods, Totes for Tots activity bags are available as you enter church (by 
the information table) for children to use during the worship service.  Each bag contains books 

and quiet toys.  Please return the bags and their contents after the worship service.  Thank you!  A Cry 
Room is also available in the Preschool/Mrs. MacKenzie’s room (east hall), where you can listen to the 
worship service. 

DON’T UNDERSTAND THE WORSHIP SERVICE?  If it is your first time, some things may seem 
foreign.  Worship does not come naturally we have to learn it.  It does not come on the first try; the first 
hour in a foreign country the language and customs may be foreign.  The liturgy is the special activity of the 
baptized people of God.  It has its own special language like we do in our workplaces.  It has its own cus-
toms like we do in our families.  Every Sunday we learn more of worship and faith.  The liturgy is where 
God reveals Himself to us and gives us Hs gifts.  Here we learn who He is and how to respond to Him.  
The words of worship come from the Scriptures and its form has been used for 2,000 years.  So don’t worry 
if it all seems strange.  You learn by practicing  -  join us each week!

Confirmation Address 

P Beloved in the Lord, our Lord Jesus Christ said to His apostles:  
"All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth.  
Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in 
the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 
teaching them to observe all things that I have commanded You; 
and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age."  You 
have been baptized and catechized in the Christian faith according 
to our Lord's bidding.  Jesus said, "Whoever confesses Me before 
men, I will also confess before My Father who is in heaven.  But 
whoever denies Me before men, I will also deny before My Father 
who is in heaven."  Lift up your hearts, therefore, to the God of all 
grace and joyfully give answer to what I now ask you in the name 
of the Lord. 

 

P Do you this day in the presence of God and of this congregation 
acknowledge the gifts that God gave you in your Baptism? 

R Yes, I do. 

P Do you renounce the devil, all his works and all his ways? 

R Yes, I renounce him. 

P Do you believe in God, the Father Almighty? 

R Yes, I believe in God, the Father Almighty, maker of heaven and 
earth. 

P Do you believe in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord? 

R Yes, I believe in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord, who was 
conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the virgin Mary, suffered 
under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died and was buried.  He 
descended into hell.  The third day He rose again from the dead.  
He ascended into heaven and sits at the right hand of God the 
Father Almighty.  From thence He will come to judge the living 
and the dead. 

P Do you believe in the Holy Spirit? 

R Yes, I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy Christian Church, the 
communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of 
the body, and the life everlasting. 
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P Do you hold all the prophetic and apostolic Scriptures to be the 
inspired Word of God? 

R I do. 

P Do you confess the doctrine of the Evangelical Lutheran Church, 
drawn from the Scriptures, as you have learned to know it from the 
Small Catechism, to be faithful and true? 

R I do. 

P Do you intend to hear the Word of God and receive the Lord's 
Supper faithfully? 

R I do, by the grace of God. 

P Do you intend to live according to the Word of God, and in faith, 
word, and deed to remain true to God, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, 
even to death? 

R I do, by the grace of God. 

P Do you intend to continue steadfast in this confession and Church 
and to suffer all, even death, rather than fall away from it? 

R I do, by the grace of God. 

P We rejoice with thankful hearts that you have been baptized and 
have received the teaching of the Lord.  You have confessed the 
faith and been absolved of your sins.  As you continue to hear the 
Lord's Word and receive His blessed Sacrament, He who has begun 
a good work in you will bring it to completion at the day of Jesus 
Christ.

Family Stewardship Discussion 
Read the Bible verse above aloud first.  

1. Mark Twain once said, “What would men be without women? Scarce, 
sir…mighty scarce.” Twain is often known for his short, witty and 
wise phrases that get right to the point. Often the month of May is 
regarded as giving thanks and joy for mothers, but instead of just 
mothers, let us give thanks and praise for women, wives, and mothers. 
In June we will look at the opposite sex. As there are only two sexes 
created by God, the binary gift of life is special and unique, each with 
gifts that God has given to serve in the home, church and civil realm.  

2. This might seem like a strange place to start, but let us begin, 
especially men, with asking for forgiveness for not giving women the 
honor, the respect and support that Christ calls us to do. We have 
sinned in thought, word and deed, by what we have done and by what 
we have left undone. Can we truly say that we have loved our female 
neighbor, our wife, our mother, a co-worker, etc. as Christ calls us to 
do? Where we have opportunity, may we seek forgiveness from our 
neighbor and seek to be more respectful, supportive and honor our 
mothers, wives and all the women in our lives.  
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“LIFE THOUGHTS IN THE CHURCH YEAR” 
Easter VI – Surprise pregnancy does involve difficulties too great for our abilities. Terminal 
diagnosis indeed comes with insurmountable obstacles. Taking life-and-death matters into one’s 
own hands only compounds the problems.
