GOD'S DIVINE SERVICE TO US: 
You Are Prepared through Repentance for the Coming of the Lord 
“The gospel of Jesus Christ, the Son of God” (Mark 1:1) begins when John the Baptist appears and 
comes “proclaiming a baptism of repentance for the forgiveness of sins” (Mark 1:4). As the prophet Isaiah 
had written, John is the messenger of the Lord, sent before His face to prepare His way. To this 
day, the ministry of the forerunner continues in the preaching of the Law and the Gospel and 

in the Sacrament of Holy Baptism. By these ways and means, “the glory of the LORD shall be revealed, and all flesh 
shall see it together” (Is. 40:5), and the Good Shepherd “will gather the lambs in his arms” (Is. 40:11). He speaks 
“tenderly to Jerusalem,” and He comforts His people by pardoning their iniquity (Is. 40:1–2). What is more, He 
promises “new heavens and a new earth in which righteousness dwells” (2 Peter 3:13). Repent, therefore, and humble 
yourself as you wait for His coming in peace (2 Peter 3:14), because He “is patient toward you, not wishing that 
any should perish, but that all should reach repentance” (2 Peter 3:9).  

WELCOME!  What a blessing to gather together to worship the One True God!  The Lord 
will bless your worship as he brings His gifts to you through Word and Sacrament.  May we all 
respond with prayer, praise and thanksgiving.  We invite you to prepare for worship in si-
lence and prayer.  Remembering your Baptism, you are encouraged to make the sign of the 

cross when you see this symbol T in the bulletin.  If you are a guest, Pastor Olsen would 
love to meet you and we ask that you sign the Guest book located in the front hallway. 

WORSHIP WITH CHILDREN: Worship is a time for the entire family to be together to 
hear the Word of God, for faith comes by hearing (Rom. 10:17).  Therefore we encourage par-
ents and children of all ages to sit together in the service.  Understanding it is difficult for little 
ones to sit for long periods, Totes for Tots activity bags are available as you enter church (by 
the information table) for children to use during the worship service.  Each bag contains books and 

quiet toys.  Please return the bags and their contents after the worship service.  Thank you!  A Cry Room is 

also available in the Preschool/Mrs. MacKenzie’s room (east hall), where you can listen to the worship service. 

DON’T UNDERSTAND THE WORSHIP SERVICE?  If it is your first time, some things may seem 
foreign.  Worship does not come naturally we have to learn it.  It does not come on the first try; the first 
hour in a foreign country the language and customs may be foreign.  The liturgy is the special activity of the 
baptized people of God.  It has its own special language like we do in our workplaces.  It has its own cus-
toms like we do in our families.  Every Sunday we learn more of worship and faith.  The liturgy is where 
God reveals Himself to us and gives us Hs gifts.  Here we learn who He is and how to respond to Him.  
The words of worship come from the Scriptures and its form has been used for 2,000 years.  So don’t worry 
if it all seems strange.  You learn by practicing  -  join us each week!

Therefore, out of faithfulness toward God, and in sincere love that 
seeks to guard the spiritual well-being of all who would commune, 

Emmaus practices Closed Communion. 
Holy Scripture clearly teaches that those communing together be 

unified in their confession of the faith, and also that those who 
commune unworthily do great harm to themselves.  When a person 

partakes of the sacrament, he/she is also confessing his/her 
unreserved agreement with the doctrine and practice that is 

proclaimed from the altar and pulpit of which the Sacrament is 
administered.  Therefore, we ask you to refrain from communing if 
you are not a member of The Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod.  All 

others are still welcome to come forward, crossing your arms to 
receive a blessing.  Please speak with the pastor about receiving 

instruction to learn what Scripture teaches and our church confesses.  
We pray fervently for the day when Christ returns and all divisions 

will cease.

Give us this day our daily bread. 
What does this mean? 
God certainly gives daily bread to everyone without our prayers, 

even to all evil people, but we pray in this petition that God would lead us to 
realize this and to receive our daily bread with thanksgiving. 
What is meant by daily bread? 
Daily bread includes everything that has to do with the support and needs of the 
body, such as food, drink, clothing, shoes, house, home, land, animals, money, 
goods, a devout husband or wife, devout children, devout workers, devout and 
faithful rulers, good government, good weather, peace, health, self-control, good 
reputation, good friends, faithful neighbors, and the like. 
 

A Reading from the Book of  Concord,  
Smalcald Articles, Third Part, Article III, 
Repentance 
This is what true repentance means.  A person needs to hear 
something like this, “You are all of no account, whether you are 
obvious sinners or saints ‹in your own opinions›.  You have to 

become different from what you are now. You have to act differently than you 
are now acting, whether you are as great, wise, powerful, and holy as you can be.  
Here no one is godly.” 
 But to the Law, the New Testament adds the consoling promise of grace.  As 
Christ declares, “Repent and believe in the gospel” (Mark 1:15).  That is, become 
different, act differently, and believe My promise.  John the Baptist (preceding 
Christ) is called a preacher of repentance, but this is for the forgiveness of sins.  
That is, John was to accuse all and convict them of being sinners.  This is so they 
can know what they are before God and acknowledge that they are lost.  So they 
can be prepared for the Lord [Mark 1:3] to receive grace and to expect and 
accept from Him the forgiveness of sins.  This is what Christ Himself says, 
“Repentance and forgiveness of sins should be proclaimed in [My] name to all 
nations” (Luke 24:47). 
 The Law kills.  On the other hand, the Gospel brings consolation and 
forgiveness.  It does so through the Word and the Sacraments and the like.  
Psalm 130:7 says, “with the Lord is … plentiful redemption.”(paragraphs 3-8)
